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COMPARISON TO MARCH MADNESS

Similarities:

ü We play seeded battles 
ü My 1 vs. 16  may be your 8 vs. 9

Differences:

v We may play the same opponent repeatedly!

v We play multiple opponents at the same time!



WE PLAY SEEDED BATTLES 
As an example, substance abuse may be a 
1 vs. 16 battle for you, but for someone 
close to you, it may be a 8 vs. 9  
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Christians are made for good works

Eph 2:10 – “For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for 
good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should 
walk in them.”

Titus 2:14 – “…His own special people, zealous for good works.”

2 Chron 16:9 – “For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout 
the whole earth, to show Himself strong on behalf of those whose 
heart is loyal to Him.”



Vs. 1 – the small, kindly things can cheer another
Vs. 2 – even a cup of cold water may renew someone’s hope

- don’t wait to be told, nor by sorrow driven to do it!
Vs. 3 – He wants loyal and true workers who will distinguish themselves 

from the shirkers
Chorus – all workers have a place there is work that we ALL can do!

ü We do what we can, big or small
ü We take initiative to do it
ü God is looking for workers
ü This is all God’s PLANNED work
ü There’s plenty of work to go around
