Luke 1:1-2 KJV
Forasmuch as many have taken in hand 

to set forth in order a declaration of those 
things which are most surely believed among us,  

ASV “those matters which have been fulfilled among us”
Even as they delivered them unto us, which from the 

beginning were eyewitnesses, and ministers of the word;



The Bible is one continuous narrative of 
Jesus of Nazareth – The Lord and Christ.

Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the 
heavens and the earth.

John 1:1 In the beginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God, and the Word was God.

(Six times In Gen 1, God said, …and it was so) 
John 5:39 You search the Scriptures, for in them you 
think you have eternal life; and these are they which 
testify of Me.

Revelation 22:20 He who testifies to these things 
says, "Surely I am coming quickly." Amen. Even so, 
come, Lord Jesus!
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Creation of the heavens and earth, 
including all living beings,

took six literal calendar days.

Genesis 1:5 ASV  And God called the light Day, and 
the darkness he called Night. And there was 
evening and there was morning, one day.

If this is not true,
the remainder of scripture are 

of no value!
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Creation of the heavens and earth,
including all living beings,

took six literal calendar days.

The inspired word for day always refers to a 24 hour 
period unless specified different.   

Leviticus 25:8 space of time for Sabbath years 
and Jubilee.

Sometimes shorter period, part of one day, a whole 
day, and part of another day, equals three days.

The Sign of Jonah – Matthew 12:39, 40
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All three members of the Godhead 
were present at creation.

Genesis 1:1 ASV  In the beginning God created 
the heavens and the earth.

'ĕlôhı̂ym - plural
yehôvâh - singular

Isaiah 40:27 ASV  Why sayest thou, O Jacob, and 
speakest, O Israel, 
My way is hid from Jehovah (Singular), 
and the justice due to me is passed away 
from my God (plural)?
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All three members of the Godhead
were present at creation.

Ephesians 3:8-10 NKJV  To me, who am less than the 
least of all the saints, this grace was given, that I 
should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable 
riches of Christ,  9  and to make all see what is the 
fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning 
of the ages has been hidden in God who created 
all things through Jesus Christ;  10  to the intent 
that now the manifold wisdom of God might be 
made known by the church to the principalities and 
powers in the heavenly places,
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All three members of the Godhead
were present at creation.

Colossians 1:15-16 He (Christ) is the image of the 
invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.  For by 
Him all things were created that are in heaven and 
that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether 
thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. 
All things were created through Him and for Him.
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All three members of the Godhead
were present at creation.

Genesis 1:2 ASV 
And the earth was waste and void; and darkness 
was upon the face of the deep: and the Spirit of 
God moved upon the face of the waters.

Nahum 2:10  She is empty, desolate, and 
waste!

Genesis 1:2 …And the Spirit of God was hovering 
over the face of the waters.

spirit (as that which breathes quickly 
in animation or agitation)
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…Spirit of God, the principle of all life 
(Psa_6:17; 33:6; 104:30), 

which worked upon the formless, lifeless mass, 
separating, quickening, and preparing the living 
forms, which were called into being by the creative 
words that followed.
רחף in the Piel is applied to the hovering and 
brooding of a bird over its young, to warm them, and 
develop their vital powers   (Deuteronomy 32:11).

K&D
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All three members of the Godhead 
were present at creation.

Genesis 1:2 ASV …the Spirit of God moved upon 
the face of the waters.

Genesis 2:7 ASV  
And Jehovah God formed man of the dust of the 
ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of 
life; and man became a living soul.

Luke 1:34-35 Then Mary said to the angel, "How 
can this be, since I do not know a man?"  35  And the 
angel answered and said to her, "The Holy Spirit will 
come upon you, and the power of the Highest will 
overshadow you; therefore, also, that Holy One who 
is to be born will be called the Son of God.

Romans 1:18 For the wrath of God is revealed 
from heaven against all ungodliness and

For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, 
for it is the power of God to salvation for 
everyone who believes…
…in it the righteousness of God is revealed
from faith to faith…
